Abstract: The processing technology of surimi for quick+rozen highland barley fish noodles was optimized by
response surface methodology. Based on single factor experiments taking quality comprehensive score as re—
sponse values a regression model was built up. At the optimum technological conditions salt concentration of
rinse water at 0. 09% ratio of minced fish to water at 1: 1.5 homogenizing time at 5.1 s the end product

obtain a quality comprehensive score of 0. 96.

Abstract: A survey was conducted to categorize the Chinese character ”(tea) in the first dictionary Ana—
lytical Dictionary of Characters Language which was compiled according to Chinese character components and
found that it was immerged in radical 37 Chinese character components but was not cited in the dictionary. It
appeared as the “ 7 in Tang Dynasty with similar meanings as characters “ 7 “ 7 “ 7 and “ 7
etc. However the color shapes taste customs and rites could be confirmed reflecting tea culture in the dic—
tionary.
